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What is the position of the other side, and what reasoning do they provide to
support their position?

What solutions have been tried, and what were the outcomes of the efforts?

As controversial issues are often complex, can you find other issues that are related to or
embedded within this issue? If so, what are they? For example:

¢ Does it involve illegal practices?

¢ Does it have a historical precedent?
¢ Does it violate basic human rights?
¢ Does it involve cruelty to animals?

¢ |s it one of the ways that an already vulnerable population is further marginalized?
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
