e How did | scaffold students’ concept attainment? Did | provide opportunities for student discovery
as well as for teacher elaboration and direction?

e How did | address student misconceptions, such as erroneous conceptions, false opinions, or
wrong understandings?

e Did I stretch or extend students’ conceptual understanding and application?

Assessment

¢ How well did | assess the depth of student conceptual understanding?
e Did I provide opportunities for students to reflect on their analyzing and reasoning process?

e Did | provide opportunities for students to apply the new concept to novel instances?
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
